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Junior Club Rules

As a member of Boyne Hill CC you are reminded that you represent the Club and are expected to behave in an appropriate manner at all times.  You are expected to follow the Junior Rules listed below.
1. All junior cricketers must play within the laws and spirit of cricket
2. All junior cricketers must respect and accept the umpire’s decision
3. All junior cricketers must treat their team members, opponents and coaches with respect.  Teasing, bullying ad swearing will not be tolerated
4. All junior cricketers should be good winners and good losers

5. All junior cricketers should keep to agreed times for training and competitions or inform their coach/team manager if they are going to be late, players should also give their full attention to training sessions / matches
6. All junior cricketers must respect the Club’s equipment and property as well as equipment and property of other junior members

7. All junior cricketers must wear a helmet whilst batting, keeping wicket and fielding close to the bat

8. All junior male cricketers playing hard ball cricket must provide their own protective box

9. All junior cricketers are not allowed to smoke, consume alcohol or drugs* of any kind on the club premises or whilst representing the club 

10. All junior cricketers must assist the coaches/team managers by returning all kit to the pavilion after matches and training

11. Junior club officials to have a disciplinary procedure in place together with the adoption of an appeals procedure

12. Mobile phones should not be used during training or matches to record any activity in the club.

* Medicines prescribed by a qualified medical practitioner are permitted.  The coach/team manager must be made aware of any such medications prior to the commencement of any training or match
